8) PHILIPPIANS ____________ - For we are the circumcision, who worship by the Spirit of God
    and glory in Christ Jesus and put no confidence in the flesh. 

9) PHILIPPIANS ________________ - But whatever gain I had, I counted everything as loss for the sake of Christ.
    8 Indeed, I count everything as loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Jesus Christ my Lord.
   For His sake I have suffered the loss of all things and count them as rubbish in order that I may gain Christ.

7 And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding,
    will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. 8 Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is honorable,
    whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence,
    if there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things. 9 What you have learned and received and heard
    and seen in me-- practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you.
